Rebecca Salter and Japan 
Through May 1, 2011 
In conjunction with the exhibition “into the light of things”: Rebecca Salter, works 1981–2010 
at the Yale Center for British Art, this special installation at the Gallery takes the art of Rebecca 
Salter, a British artist who spent six formative years working in Japan, as a starting point for 
exploring the complex relationship between Japanese and Western artistic practice. Salter’s 
drawings, paintings, and prints speak strongly to the wabi aesthetic, calligraphic lines, subdued 
colors, and spatial consciousness of Japanese art. The installation highlights two recent key 
works by Salter, in dialogue with selected works by American and Japanese artists, including Ike 
Taiga’s Moonlight Bamboo, on view for the first time at the Gallery.  
 
 
Samuel F. B. Morse’s Gallery of the Louvre 
Through June 12, 2011 
Samuel F. B. Morse's masterpiece Gallery of the Louvre, one of the most important American 
paintings of the early nineteenth century, is on view at the Gallery through a loan from the Terra 
Foundation for American Art. Renowned today as the inventor of the telegraph, Morse began his 
career as a painter. As the first president of the National Academy of Design, he felt a 
responsibility to help shape America's artistic future. Since most Americans could not travel 
abroad or see Old Master paintings at home, Morse conceived of Gallery of the Louvre as a giant 
art history lesson for his countrymen, showing on one canvas, in an imaginary arrangement, 
those paintings he considered to be the greatest at the Louvre, in Paris. 
 
 
Old Javanese Gold: The Hunter Thompson Collection 
Through August 14, 2011 
In the early centuries of the Common Era, a civilization rose up in Indonesia that became a locus 
of trade, culture, and religion, the most impressive traces of which were found on the island of 
Java. Ancient Javanese artifacts in gold display exceptional skill and artistry and are a 
significant source of information on aspects of Javanese society, culture, religion, economy, and 
technology. Old Javanese Gold: The Hunter Thompson Collection presents a selection of 
around 200 objects from the Hunter Thompson Collection, one of the founding donations to the 
Gallery's new Department of Indo-Pacific Art, including jewelry, sculptures, coins, statues, 
containers, and accessories.
